International Visitors to Mexico (Banxico)

ÅAccording to a report by Banco de México, the number of international 

tourists traveling to Mexico surpassed 9 million in the first four months of 

2014, becoming a new record high for any period January-April of a year. 

ÅFurthermore, the incoming of foreign currency from international visitors 

to Mexico from January to April also was a high record totaling 5 

thousand 759 million dollars, number not previously reached during any 

first four months of a year.  

ÅDuring January-April, 2014, the tourism balance was positive totaling 

2,898.8 million dollars; number higher than the record achieved in the 

first four months of the year (2008). 

ÅThe number of international visitors increased 2.7% with respect to 

January-April, 2013, reaching 26.5 million of visitors. 

ÅThe percentage of hotel occupation in a group of 70 resorts was 1.55% 

higher in comparison to their occupation in January-April, 2013, reaching 

58.60%. 

ÅThe arrival of domestic tourists to hotel rooms in these 70 resorts during the 

first four months of 2014 was 15.4 million people, being 7.7% higher than 

the number reached in 2013 during the same period.

ÅThe arrival of passengers by plane exceeded 9.7 million people between 

January and April of 2014 in comparison to the arrivals during the January-

April period in 2013, reaching 15.9 million of air plane passengers. 

ÅThe arrival of passengers on domestic flights exceeded 9.9 million people; 

this is an increase of 9.4% in comparison to the January-April period of 

2013. Also, the number of domestic flights increased 4.5%. 

Å6.0 million of passengers were recorded on international flights, which is an 

increase of 10.2% in comparison to the first four months of 2013. This result 

was accompanied by a higher number of flights seen in the same period 

(6.3%). 

ÅAs for the number of people arriving by plane to Mexico by nationality, the 

following was recorded between January and April of 2014: Americans were 

the major group representing 53.5% of the total of air arrivals followed by 

Canadians with 19.1%; As for people arriving from Latin America and the 

Caribbean, Brazilians reached 2.1% 

ÅThe ports that received the highest number of cruise passengers during the 

January-April period in 2014 were the following: Cozumel (1,356,156), 

Ensenada (261,301) and Majahual (209,451); Ensenada highlighted having 

an increase of 55.7% in comparison to the January-April period of 2013. On 

the other hand, the total of arrivals increased 26.1% during the same period.

According to Banco de México there was an increase of 2.7% in the number of international 

visitors arriving to Mexico during the January-April period in 2014, in comparison to the 

number of international visitors in the same period of the previous year. Likewise, the arrival of 

international tourists also increased 17.6%, exceeding 9 million of tourists.

The influx of foreign currency from the arrival of international visitors had an increase 

of 15.5% between January and April 2014 in comparison to the same period of the 

previous year, while foreign currency from international tourists increased 19.2% 

during the same period, exceeding 5 million dollars.  

The Tourism balance shows a positive result of 2,898.8 million of dollars in the 

first four months of 2014, this means an increase of 25.9% in comparison to the 

January-April period of 2013.

Distribution of international long-stay tourists' expense 
during January-april, 2014 

The arrival of tourists who remained within Mexico for a long stay increased 10.2% 

during the first four months of 2014 in comparison to the same months of the 

previous year, so that 89.3% arrived by air while the remaining 10.7% arrived by 

ground.  

For the same period, the most meaningful expenditure of long-stay tourists was 

made by those arriving by air totaling 4,655 million dollars out of the 4,862 million 

dollars of all the long-stay tourism.

by air.  From the Latin America 

and the Caribbean region, the 

country with the highest 

number of arrivals into Mexico 

was Brazil, increasing 15.4% 

and 13.6 thousand additional 

passengers. 

The arrival of American nationals totaled 53.5% of international passengers arriving by 

air, and the airport with the highest number of arrivals was Cancun Airport (40.6%) 

during the first four mounths of 2014.
